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SOCIAL ORGANISATION AND PROCESSES

RATIONALE:

For our pupils to become confident, contributing citizens, it is vital that they develop an understanding of how people organise themselves in groups, elect leaders, develop codes of conduct, rights and responsibilities.

PURPOSES:

1.
To help pupils gain an understanding of people’s organisation into groups.

2.
To help pupils understand the rights, roles and responsibilities of people as they interact within groups.

3.
To provide experiences that help pupils to interact in social situations for mutually satisfactory outcomes and provide techniques to deal with conflict.

4.
To meet the Achievement Objectives of the Social Organisation strand of the Social Studies National Curriculum statement by providing learning opportunities to enable pupils to meet the School Achievement Expectations for Social Organisation.

GUIDELINES:

1.
The school’s community is rich with experienced people involved in law and law making, local and central government and organised groups such as youth, sport, specific interests and support.  Teachers are urged to involve some of this community expertise into their programmes.

2.
Khandallah school is a small society where pupils have rights and responsibilities.  Pupils are expected to adhere to the Behaviour Contract and charter of Rights/Infringement of Rights and in turn can expect to be treated with dignity and respect.

3.
Teachers are encouraged to make use of the democratic process in their classrooms and ensure that pupils know and practice techniques used to deal with conflict.

4.
Alongside pupils experiential work in Social Organisation teachers should be developing an understanding of New Zealand’s local and national democratic institutions and legal systems.

5.
The school will support the Student Leaders and a guiding staff member, that will regularly meet to discuss issues important to pupils.  The Board will accept reports and requests from the Student Leaders giving them the same status as they would for any other body reporting to it.

CONCLUSION:

A sound understanding of social organisation and processes will empower our pupils as active participants in the many groups, organisations and institutions they will become a part of in the future.
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
