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Drama is the expression of ideas, feelings, and human experience through movement, sound, visual image, and the realization of role.

Drama permeates our everyday lives and serves a variety of purposes. It enables us to understand ourselves, the people around us, and the world in which we live, enriching the lives of individuals and giving voice to communities.

PURPOSES

Drama enables students to link their own imaginations, thoughts, and feelings with drama practice and history in ways that give voice to the cultural diversity of New Zealand.
Students will become increasingly literate in drama as they work with elements of role, time and space, action, tension, and focus and develop the skills of using voice, movement, gesture, and facial expression .

Through drama students will develop cognitive skills and gain understandings about themselves and their wider communities.

They will investigate the forms, styles and contexts of drama and recognize that it can affirm or challenge attitudes and values.

Students will work collaboratively to develop ideas and express feelings, to experiment with sound and action within a dramatic space, and to reflect on live and recorded drama.

Students will gain knowledge about theatre and its contribution to social and cultural commentary, employment and recreation.
They will realize that drama provides significant opportunities for expressing cultural and personal identity.

Education in Drama will:

· Develop a practical knowledge in Drama.

· Develop ideas in Drama

· Communicate and interpret in Drama

· Understand Drama in context.

· Drama will provide all students each year with opportunities to participate in a variety of Drama related activities and so be encouraged to:

· Enjoy and be sensitive to the cultural tradition of New Zealand and other cultures.

· Take an interest in and be open minded about the drama of our time.

· Explore and be accepting of a wide range of drama forms.

· Develop Drama interests which could become life long and a source of personal satisfaction and joy.

· Value drama.

GUIDELINES

Drama will be available to all students and teachers will endeavor to make experiences enjoyable and stimulating.

At every level individuals abilities and skills, interests and attitudes should be identified to ensure programmes are appropriate to personal strengths and needs.

Pupils with particular talents and skills will be recognized and they will be encouraged to share these talents.
Pupil’s progress in Drama will be monitored, particularly with respect to attitude, involvement and attainment level.

Teachers are encouraged to make use of community resources.
