PROCEDURAL  STATEMENT

MAORI  LANGUAGE

RATIONALE:
This school is not steeped in Maori Culture and has few Maori pupils but we have a part to play in acknowledging the contribution made to the life of New Zealand by Maori language and culture so that our pupils may participate in the future growth and development of a harmonious New Zealand society where our cultural uniqueness is celebrated and preserved.

PURPOSE:

1.
To help pupils to understand and acknowledge Maori values, attitudes and behaviour.

2.
To enable pupils to grow in their ability to understand and speak Maori.

3.
To provide opportunities for pupils to read and write in Maori where appropriate.

4.
To meet the local community goals as stated in the School Charter.

5.
To meet the objectives of the National Curriculum Statement (syllabus) for Te Reo Maori.

GUIDELINES:

1.
The Maori Dimension will be recognised by emphasising the etiquette of the traditional Maori such as:


(i)
Maintaining an “open-door” policy between the school and its community.

 (ii)
Maintaining timetable flexibility so that time may be allocated according to the needs of the task being undertaken.

(iii)
Placing an emphasis on co-operative learning with pupils working in groups of varying size and where the contributions of each group member is recognised and valued.


(iv)
Maintaining an holistic approach where the Maori Dimension is integrated into all 



curriculum areas.


(v)
Where appropriate arrive at decisions by consensus, allowing each person the right



to voice an opinion and respecting the contribution of each.

2.
The Maori Dimension will be reflected in the school environment by:


(i)
Planting native shrubs and trees in the school grounds.


(ii)
Displaying Maori art forms.




3.
Give pupils some knowledge of Te Reo Maori by:


(i)
Encouraging the proper pronunciation of people’s names and place names.


(ii)
Encouraging staff to use expressions of greeting, farewells and other phrases they 



feel comfortable with and teaching pupils the appropriate responses.


(iii)
Encouraging staff to label objects in their classrooms in Te Reo Maori.

4.
Maintain an adequate level of books in the library which deal with Maori culture, art, craft, literature and history.

5.
The Principal will protect the mana of the school by ensuring that any class or group visiting a marae fully understands the customs and rules of the marae and that any Maori Cultural group visiting our school is welcomed using proper Maori protocol.

CONCLUSION:

The School will ensure that the Taha Maori philosophy permeates school life and includes aspects of Maori life and culture.
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
