PROCEDURAL STATEMENT

ROAD SAFETY

RATIONALE:
Khandallah School under-takes the responsibility to provide guidelines that consider the physical safety of individual children being placed in our daily care.

PURPOSE:
1.  To ensure the safety of our children as they travel to and from the school.

2.
To encourage children to take responsibility for their own personal safety while on the road.

3.
To ensure there are rules and guidelines for all methods of transport children may be using while in our care at school.
4.
To demonstrate to all children that rules are made for their own safety.

GUIDELINES:

Walking

· 
children must walk on the footpath where one is available

· 
children must use pedestrian crossings and school road patrol/warden crossings where available

· 
children in junior classes are given regular training on the correct way to walk on and cross the road.

CyclinglSkateboarding/Scooters

· children must have reached Year 4 before the school will take responsibility for them to ride to school unaccompanied

· all children who ride bicycles/skateboards and scooters to school must wear  approved safety equipment, such as helmets, as and when they are legally required to

· all Year 5/ 6 children will have the opportunity to participate in the 'Safe Cycling' programme every 2 years.

Buses

These guidelines apply to school buses used for trips and for daily transportation of school children.

Children using buses must:

· be seated at all times (Year 0-3 = 3 children per seat, Year 4-6 = 2-3 children per seat) 

· children may not leave their seat to alight until the bus has stopped and they have permission to do so.

· buses used for transporting school children must have a current certificate of fitness

· buses hired for school trips must have adequate seating for the number of children being carried on the bus

· on school trips one teacher must accompany each group and must ensure all children are accounted for.

Motor vehicle transport

Where private motor vehicles are used for school trips each vehicle and driver must have

· a current registration and warrant of fitness for the vehicle 

· a current drivers license (teachers may wish to ask parents to sign a declaration of this) 

· a seatbelt for each passenger in the car

· a map and designated route to destination, including pre-arranged toilet/rest stops in suitable areas when/if necessary

Carpark/Street Parking

When parents are picking children up from school they should ensure that: 

· children alight and enter the car from a footpath /playground/school side door

· children and parents use the pedestrian crossing/road patrol if they need to cross the road 

· parents picking up their children are not permitted to block entrance/exits to any entrance to the school, and park on the “NO PARKING” lines.

· parents may not park and wait for their children on any yellow line or within 1 m of pedestrian crossing.

General

· should a crash or unforeseen emergency occur involving a child from the school, police will be notified only after due attention has been paid to the scene

· the priorities given to road safety are reflective of the needs of our local community

· if teachers, parents or students note any illegal or dangerous behaviour when travelling to or from school, or at the crossings, action could include:

· speaking directly to the person involved

· noting number plates

· speaking to a designated person at the school.
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
