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INTERNET USE

USING THE INTERNET:

The emphasis is on starting the browser and using bookmarks.

Children will be using the internet to look up teacher-bookmarker sites, educationally-approved sites from Web Magazines, or to research using search engines, provided they have filled out the attached form and had it approved or do so with teacher approval.

SECURITY:

The Internet browser will be available for supervised use or as directed.

Children will be taught that if material that makes them uncomfortable or is inappropriate appears, they are to exit the programme immediately and inform the teacher.

Children should be aware that usage may be monitored for unusual activity.

APPROPRIATE USE:

Connection to bulletin boards and chat rooms is prohibited.

There is to be no downloading of files unless approved.

Only teachers may print from the Internet or when their permission is given.

Internet privileges will be revoked if children are using the Internet inappropriately.

E-MAIL:

E-mail is to be used only for educational queries or educational relationships (e.g. with overseas buddy classes).

All incoming and outgoing email is to be screened by teachers for personal identifiers, misrepresentation or inappropriate content.
All students will be instructed on e-mail safety (not divulging personal information).

A disclaimer is appended to each e-mail ‘This message expresses the opinion of the author and not Khandallah School”.

Received e-mail attachments are not to be opened by children.

E-mail messages are published pieces of writing; they are to be of exhibition quality.

DEFINITION OF OBJECTIONABLE SITES/E-MAIL:
Those that contain references to sexually explicit, hateful or discriminatory material, gambling, dug culture or cults, or which are obscene or defamatory or intended to annoy, harass or intimidate.
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
