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READING

RATIONALE:
The ability to read well is so important that both social competence and full intellectual and emotional growth, depends upon it. The school will provide for learning which develops children's confidence and ability in reading.

PURPOSES:

1.
The children should desire to read widely.

2.
The children should have the attitude of mind to help themselves overcome the difficulties of meaning and word recognition encountered in their reading.

3.
The children must develop their reading ability so that they can use reading for further learning.

4.
That regular, supportive, systematic teaching and practice of reading skills will occur and be monitored on a regular basis.

5.
Children must develop independence in their reading through the acquisition of self improving strategies.

GUIDELINES:

1.
Children should be put into a vital relationship with books that will encourage variety and depth and breadth of reading.

2.
The teaching of reading invariably involves the use of other language abilities (listening, speaking and writing) that involve thought and are concerned either with conveying meaning or with receiving it.

3.
Children must be encouraged to think when reading (reading for meaning).

4.
Children need frequent and varied opportunities to enjoy reading and experience it's many forms.

5.
Children need many opportunities to join in well organised and stimulating 
discussions about events and people met in their reading.

6.
There must be a balance between instruction, research and recreational reading, and above all a reading atmosphere in the classroom. No limit will be 
set on what may be attempted other than the needs, capacities and interests of  each child.

7.
Monitoring, for example Running Records, will be instrumental in future planning and in directing each child along a series of specific learning steps.

8.
The Board will commit funds to developing the school's reading resources, excluding library purchases when setting the annual budget.

CONCLUSION:

Khandallah School must develop in the children the ability and the desire to use reading for both learning and enjoyment.
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
