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INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS

RATIONALE:

The inclusion of International students in our school body serves to enhance the Multi-cultural character of the school.  Provided the International (Fee Paying) students do not place undue strain on resources their presence is welcomed and consistent with the schools Core Values in which each person’s uniqueness is recognized, respected, protected and celebrated.

PURPOSES:

· To ensure the rights of both the school and International Student by having a clear set of guidelines and procedures.

· To assist the school financially by the inclusion of Fee Paying students.

· To ensure our “normal” students are not disadvantaged by the inclusion of International Students.

GUIDELINES:

These procedures will form part of the schools NAG 6 Compliance Review process meaning they will be fully reviewed every second year.

It is accepted that the prime goal of International Students who have little or no English is to learn to speak, read, and write English.

It is also accepted that little learning of English will take place without a school climate that fosters acceptance, the social skills and the Essential Skills.

The school will not actively promote itself in order to attract International Students or use agents or agencies to do so.

The school will not get involved in any homestay arrangements and only enrol students who live with their parents.
Admission to the school will be accepted only after:

· The parent has read, understood and accepted the summary of the Code of Practice for the Pastoral Care of International Students.

· A Letter of Indemnity – the Statement of Designated Caregiver Arrangements must be signed by the parents of the student.

· The parents/caregivers of the student agree to abide by the Fee Structure Outline notice.

· The Contract; International Students/Parents must be signed by caregiver and Principal.

On admission to the school the International Student will be expected to have the same rights, responsibilities and obligations as any other student.

The Principal or ESOL tutor will meet with the International Student each school term to check on both pastoral care and school progress.

International students shall not be enrolled if it means class numbers will exceed MOE staffing schedule requirement – or Board of Trustee requirements.

There will be no more that 2 Non-English speaking International Students in any one classroom.  The ability for an International student to speak English and so not be deemed Non English speaking will be agreed by the class teacher and principal.

Fee Paying Non English Speaking Students will receive regular tuition in school time in the basics of English language by an ESOL tutor.

The full payment of International students fees will ensure the student receives all stationery requirements, class visits or trips as paid with the exception of any extra- ordinary costs such as those the student may elect into or in the case of a school camp.

As from the start of 2004 all International Students, existing and new, will pay the same fee structure- as outlined in the Fee Structure statement.

CONCLUSION

By following the guidelines our school will meet the obligations of the Code of Practice.

Both the International Student and our school will benefit from the relationship if it is handled well.
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
