GUIDELINES

1.
Animals will not be used at this school for the purpose of medical type experiments  or dissection.

2.
Classroom 'pets' will be adequately housed and well fed and cleaned on a regular bases to ensure the animals comfort and that of the students within the class.

3.
Care will be taken with handling techniques so as to prevent injury to the animals.

4.
All students are to have equal access to class pets if they so desire.

5.
Care will be taken to protect class pets or other animals from escape, stress from noise, over curious students or neighbourhood cats / dogs.

6.
Specimens gathered in the course of a study will be accorded an environment as natural as possible so as  not to produce stress or death.

CONCLUSION

Properly cared for, respected and enjoyed animals at school will continue to provide students with an opportunity to learn nurturing skills, physiology  and about the interplay of animals other than human beings.
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
