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Policy on Curriculum


Rationale:

Khandallah School will foster student achievement by providing teaching and learning programmes which incorporate the New Zealand Curriculum, provide all students with opportunities to achieve for success and give priority to student success in Literacy and Numeracy.

Purposes:

· To recognise that each student has their individual talents, dignity, motivation and ways of learning.

· To provide programmes that meet students learning needs.




Guidelines:

The school will:

· Give priority to student success in Literacy and Numeracy.

· Evaluate student progress and achievement in Literacy, Numeracy and the breadth and depth of learning related to the students abilities and interests.

· Choose quality Assessment information to identify students and groups of students

· who are not achieving

· who at risk of not achieving

· who have special needs

· and aspects of the curriculum which require particular attention.

· Develop strategies to address the needs of those identified

· Consult with the schools Maori community to develop plans for improving the achievement of Maori students.

· Provide balanced programmes which reflect the School’s Charter

· Will have written procedures which are actively practiced and regularly reviewed for compliance.

· Will have an Achievement Statement of broad learning goals and an Annual Curriculum Plan.

· Compliance Reporting is documented in NAG 6.

Conclusion:

Effective learning will be satisfying and enjoyable, involve students in making choices and decision making and maintain a sense of excitement. Learning will happen best where there is an active partnership of students, teachers, parents and community and when there is consistent, progressive and accessible curriculum.

National Administration Guideline 1.	Curriculum





Each Board of Trustees is required to foster student achievement by providing teaching and learning programmes which incorporate the New Zealand Curriculum (essential learning areas, essential skills and attitudes and values)as expressed in National Curriculum Statements.


Each Board, through the Principal and staff is required to:


i)  develop and implement teaching and learning programmes:


to provide all students in years 1-10 with opportunities to achieve for success in all the essential learning and skill areas of the New Zealand curriculum;


giving priority to student achievement in literacy and numeracy, especially in years 1-4;


ii) through a range of assessment practices, gather information that is sufficiently comprehensive to enable the 	progress and achievement of students to be evaluated; giving priority first to:


student achievemnent in literacy and numeracy, especially in years 1-4; and then to:


breadth and depth of learning related to the needs, abilities and interests of students, the nature of the school’ curriculum, and the scope of the New Zealand curriculum (as expressed in the national Curriculum Statements);


iii) on the basis of good quality assessment information, identify students and groups of students;


who are not achieving; 


who are at risk of not achieving;


who have special needs;


      and


aspects of the curriculum which require particular attention;


iv) develop and implement teaching and learning strategies to address the needs of students and aspects of the curriculum identified in iii) above;


v) in consultation with the School’s Maori community, develop and make known to the School’s community policies, plans and targets for improving the achievement of Maori students.
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
