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COMMUNITY CONSULTATION

RATIONALE:
This school has a commitment to making communication and consultation with the community a realistic, satisfying and sustainable process.  In order to establish a collaborative relationship with 

our community we need to keep them informed, seek their opinions and value their contributions.

PURPOSES:

1.
To enhance learning by establishing a responsible and effective partnership with our 
community.

2.
To keep parents and the community informed of what is happening in and around the school.

3.
To provide avenues for school community notices.

4.
To allow information to be shared.

5.
To seek parental opinion and involvement in school issues.

GUIDELINES:

1.
All new families enrolling at the school will receive a Khandallah School Handbook which 


provides information such as the school mission, philosophy, achievement aim, curriculum,


staff, buildings and resources and day to day routines, procedures and expectations

2.
The Board of Trustees will hold an open meeting on a designated day each month in the


School staff room.  Parents and Caregivers will made welcome and encouraged


to attend.  From time to time the Board of Trustees may hold special meetings at other times


when an issue is of major concern to the school’s community and these will be advertised via a school newsletter.  Board members will also welcome informal communication with parents and Caregivers to share ideas and concerns.

3.
Each year the Board of Trustees will report to the community,  on how well it has achieved the curriculum, community partnership, equity, staff, financial and 
property objectives.

4.
Generally on a three year cycle the Board of Trustees will conduct a survey of parents to 
assess how well the school is meeting the needs of pupils and the expectations of parents and 
Caregivers.  The results of the survey and subsequent actions taken will be reported to the


school community.

5.
Generally, each month the principal will write a newsletter to parents and Caregivers detailing particular events occurring in the school, notable successes, new directions and resources, safety issues for pupils and staffing alterations

6.
Class Teachers will communicate with parents and Caregivers via the school report, parent/


teacher conferences, class/syndicate newsletters, specific notices and the communication book system (see Reporting to Parents policy).

7.
A welcoming, warm school atmosphere, acknowledging the value of parents and Caregivers


support and partnership will be developed and maintained.

8.
Opportunities encouraging parents to visit and communicate with the school will be fostered.


For example, new families education forums and parent helpers morning tea.

9.
As appropriate the school will schedule information evenings for parents and Caregivers.

10.
Communication and consultation will be an on-going part of school life rather than a series


of unrelated additional tasks.

11.
Class teachers will encourage pupils to take school notices and newsletters home using such


techniques as writing the child’s name on the notice, reading and guiding the class through


the notice or adhering it to the communication book.

12.
The main office and lobby notice board will be an on site location for community information.

CONCLUSION:
Consultation and communication is a continuous long term process which should establish a genuine level of understanding and involvement by bringing the school and community together.  This communication will enhance the learning process.
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
