Scarlet Fever is a streptococcal infection with a scarlet coloured body 
rash.  Symptoms include sore throat, fever, vomiting and a fine red rash, a “strawberry-like” 
appearance on the tongue may also develop.  If your child develops symptoms, please keep him or her 
home from school and take to the doctor.  Antibiotics are prescribed to children with scarlet fever.  The 
infection should be reported to the school and children kept home until cleared by the doctor.
